A total eclipse occurs when the dark silhouette
of the Moon completely obscures the intensely
bright light of the Sun, allowing the much
fainter solar corona to be visible.

Major Thomas Mitchell, Surveyor-General of New South Wales, who was the first European

to visit the area in July 1836.

To the Jardwadjali and Diab wurrung peoples Gariwerd was central to the dreaming of the
creator, Bunjil, and buledii Brambimbula, the two brothers Bram, who were responsible for
the creation and naming of many landscape features in western Victoria. Aboriginal
occupation of the Grampians (Gariwerd) dates back well over 20,000 years and the area
contains the majority of surviving Aboriginal rock art sites in south-east Australia.

The Grampians contain three spectacular ridges of upthrust sandstone which run in a north-
northwesterly band for 90 kilometres. They rise more than 1000 metres above the basalt
plains and rolling hills of the Western District and are the western extremity of the Great
Dividing Range. The three main ranges are Mount William (the most easterly range, highest
point 1168m), the Serra Range near Dunkeld and the Victoria Range. The last remnant
forms the lower Black Range, west of Rocklands Reservoir.

Squatters were encouraged to move to

the district in the early 1840s. The
Selection Acts of the 1860s ended the
squatterods exclusive
land by enabling selection of small

blocks at reasonable rates. As a result
wheat farmers soon became

established in the district.

The Grampians were seen as the
source of water for the district and in
1875 the Borough of Stawell began to

to Stawell, more than 30 km away.

The Wimmera-Mallee Domestic and Stock Water
Supply Scheme, the largest of its type in the world,
supplies more than 15,000 farms and 51 towns
from 12 storages, three of which are within the
Grampians; Lake Wartook completed in 1886,
Moora Moora completed in 1934, and Lake
Bellfield in 1966.

In the early 1860s an outcrop of freestone

(sandstone) was discovered by a stonemason HALLS GAP
on the slopes of the Mount Difficult Range. It Halls Gap and Fyans Creek Valley.

easy to work and samples were submitted for

government building projects. During the 1880s the stone was widely recognized to be of
high quality and a tramway was built from Stawell to the quarry to carry stone to the main
Melbourne railway line. The stone was used for extensions to Parliament House and other
major works. During 1886 and 1887 more than 100 men were employed there. Some lived
in simple stone and timber huts near the quarry and eventually a township was createdd
Heatherlie. The quarry closed in 1893 when a contract with the Public Works Department
came to an end. It later re-opened and worked for several years but closed again, because
of lack of orders, in 1938. Now the stone is used only for repairs and maintenance of historic
buildings, most recently Melbourne Town Hall and the State Library. Remains of the stone
huts of Heatherlie can still be seen.

During the 1920s the = 7 Sy =

Tourist Bureau promoted the natural
attractions of the area. Walking tracks to
several features, including Sundial Peak
and Mount Rosea, had been built by 1914
and major tourist roads were opened
during the 1920s, greatly improving access
for visitors. Grampians National Park was
declared in 1984, quickly becoming one of
the most popular tourist attractions in e
Victoria. In 2006 the Park was listed on fBel lfieldo and the Sund
the Australian National Heritage List for its Published by fiRose Postcardso,
outstanding natural beauty and being one

of the richest indigenous rock art sites in south-eastern

Australia. Motifs painted in numerous caves include

depictions of humans, human hands, animal tracks and

birds. Today you can discover this heritage through

Brambukd The National Park and Cultural Centre which

is managed by local Indigenous communities.

Cycling, canoeing and boating, angling, horse riding,
rock climbing, abseiling and gliding are some of the
activities that holiday makers can indulge in whilst there,
while more organized events such as the annual
wildflower display and the Stawell Cup bring visitors to
the area.

The stunning scenery, rock formations, waterfalls, and
native flora and fauna are popular subjects for the great
number of postcards produced by many publishers.
Photographers Gilbert Rogers and George Rose worked
extensively in the area and many real photo cards were
produced from their photos.

Bushfires have also caused havoc, particularly in
1912, 1939, 2006 when 50% of the park was de-
stroyed, January 2011, January 2012. These disas-
ters affect the area resulting in closure of roads and
walking trails; changes in scenery due to rock falls
and loss of vegetation; and loss of wildlife.

At the time of writing this article the Grampians
National Park is again being devastated by bushfires
